April 2016 – March 2017
The pupil premium is an element of school funding aimed at narrowing the gap in attainment between certain disadvantaged groups of pupils and those in the main body who historically have higher attainment levels. The funding is provided direct to schools, which decide how best to spend the allocation according to local needs. Below is a summary of how much funding Mill Lane received and how Mill Lane has used its funding in the past year and the ways in which pupils’ learning has been supported.

Key Stage 2 Results
A scaled score has been introduced which indicates whether a child has or has not met the expected standard in that subject. The tests are marked and this raw score is then converted to obtain a scaled score. A scaled score of 100+ means that a child has met the expected standard. Any score below 100 means a child has not met the expected standard.

There were 30 children in the class. Since the end of KS1 only 1 child joined the class.  There are 8 children (27%) on the SEN register, 6 FSM, 1 LAC and no EAL pupils.

Summary
The majority of pupil premium children at Mill Lane School are working at the expected level in all areas by the end of the year. However, data shows that by the end of the year only around half of the children in each subject are making expected progress. A number of pupil premium are of a high average or more able ability and the school needs to look more at how much extra support within class these children are receiving. Staff also felt that currently our teacher assessment judgements are not consistent across the school and that we are over cautious in our judgements. 
To address some of these issues the school intends to:

· Do more shared moderating across classes in maths and literacy

· Class teachers to be timetabled to have one extra session a week working with more able children

· Timetables in all classes to include pre-teaching sessions for maths and literacy

· Staff to highlight termly what provision they are making for their pupil premium children

· A new maths scheme bought to aid planning for different abilities (especially offering challenge for more able)

Impact of programs and progress of cohorts continues to be monitored termly and at the end of the year.
